Public Session/Planning: SDNP/Freemen’s Yard


Due to a near miss accident at the local school by a delivery van exceeding the speed limit to 
the school there was a site meeting at 7pm.


Mower – we will seek to have Paul Bridges cut the playarea until further notice whilst we 
consider a new mower, Mr Kettle had attended the meeting to discuss this problem. He 
advised Council that due to redundancy he may not be available to cut the play area in the 
future.


Freemen’s yard – The child in question was not school age but a younger sibling. A stop rail 
(wooden construction) should be put on the gravel path back far enough to avoid the telecom 
man hole. It will need to be (solar panel) lit at night for walkers. White lines across the school 
and a “slow down” sign this should be installed prior to September. The school is also 
erecting a sign 25/30 yards away advising 5mph. Plus the installation of a speed bump. Cllr 
Verney has spoken to Peter Eade (HCC) and he will advise the Council if further assistance is 
required.
