Mr P Raworth had two points to discuss; parking in the village at the weekends could be 
alleviated by putting signs up to advertise the availability of the Recreation car park. The 
Council will seek advice re signage.


The meter length border of the river across the green – there appears to be some descent about 
this. The Council took the decision after canvassing the householders along the river and in 
May 2016 took the decision (Minute 1.195) this will stand for 6 months and any Cllr that 
wishes this overturned can bring the issue up again for a further debate. NO other decisions
have been made by the council. The meetings that have been taking place involving Cllr 
Frampton have been to act as a catalyst to see if we can improve the condition of the river and 
hopefully with landowner’s approval take measures to assist with flood problems. All 
meetings will have to come to Full Council and it is suggested that we hold a public 
meeting to advise parishioners of the results of the meetings held with the river authorities.

Cllr D Smith is worried that decisions may be taken that affects residents, he was assured that 
the only decision taken thus far was to leave a meter wide each side of the river Itchen as it 
crossed the village green, no others at all.


Cllr Thacker – commented on problems with the speed up by Brandy Mount and it is hoped 
that we can investigate road markings with HCC.

Though it should be noted that many residents are at fault for speeding through the village.

Parish Plan – Cllr Lines.

We are making process but we may still fail to get the 50% that we need. The recent housing 
needs survey returned only 30%.

What we need are volunteers to drop off the questionnaire and collect they so that we can 
reach the 50% required. If we do not get this we cannot influence any matters in the parish 
due to apathy.


We have made 4 applications for assistance via Church and Village and no one has come 
forward.


We do fear that the recommended route for the new development in Alresford will direct 
traffic through Cheriton and it will be too late to influence the route if this village does not 
have a plan that is supported by over 50% of the parishioners. It is suggested that an article 
is formatted to go into Church & Village from the Parish Council to alert residents that the 
status quo will not continue in this village.


There is a Facebook page for comments up and running so we are trying to use all avenues to 
contact parishioners that we have to hand. Cllr Lines cannot continue on this plan without 
assistance and a reminder that she is a newer resident to Cheriton.

Lengthsman list is being compiled by Cllr Frampton and we will add trimming back around 
the 30mph signs.

The Meeting on the 15th was to try and get Large Landowners co-operation and consent to 
looking at measures that may assist with the village flooding.


Phosphate pamphlets had been given out to some residents via the Village Shop regarding 
encouraging residents to use more eco-friendly dishwasher tablets.


Silt pits are in Dark Lane and by the Flower Pots to try and stop the silt leeching into the river 
and raising levels and giving the cress somewhere to root. Since the cress had been removed 
levels had dropped by 2 inches.


The river quality is also being checked for phosphate levels and they are falling as well so the 
river is cleaner. These finding will be checked again by The Environmental Agency and 
Natural England. There are no moved to replace any boards in the river, this would have to 
come to Full Council for a decision see Minute 1.211 re public meeting should this ever be 
suggested.

It is a problem that apart from Church & Village and Minutes on the web site local residents 
is unaware of what the Volunteers are doing and miss information is rather easier to circulate.


Historically at the turn of the century, the then village shop lost the contents of a paraffin tank 
into the earth and this occasionally causes readings. Plus all the Home Guard dumped the 
phosphorus bombs into a hole in the Rectory Garden.
