b. Opportunity for members of the public, offering to serve the community as co-opted Councillors, to introduce themselves
Mrs Sue Herdman confirmed she had lived in the village for 10 years, she is a Teacher and is involved in the Parish Plan and other activities in the village. She is happy to serve and is particularly interested in the Recreation Ground and Cheriton Play Area. 
Mr Nicholas Scallan confirmed he lives in Cheriton with his wife and 3 young children, having moved to the village in 2009.  He is a Telecoms and IT Engineer and has previously supported the school as Chair of Governors.  He is particularly interested in the recreation ground but is willing to support the council as helpful.  
c. Other agenda items – public comments
Mrs Pat Culpin confirmed that, as a parish councillor in past years, heavily involved in the play area, she was concerned at its current condition.  She stated people have been hurt, 
dogs are getting in, there are stinging nettles, sharp edges, the fence is broken and gates don’t close.  She referred to the grass against the fence, which smells and needs to be moved in consideration of children with allergies. Mrs Culpin asked the parish council to consider the structure required to maintain the play area and advertise who to contact if the public notice a problem.   
Cllr Line advised the council that Mrs Culpin has been working very hard with the Play Area Working Party to support and improve the play area and she wished, on behalf of the council to thank her for her support.  Cllr Line advised councillors that, with the locum clerk, a plan has been put together to make the required repairs and manage the play area; on the agenda for discussion (min.1.259b).

Councillor Line advised that £2k has been received from Boomtown towards new playground equipment.  However, in the first instance before the purchase of any new equipment, to keep the play area open, repairs must be undertaken as a priority.

iv. Councillor Scallan to coordinate a working party to clear weeds and foliage from the site, plus the sanding/painting of equipment. Any member of the public who would like to assist, to contact the clerk or Cllr Scallan direct. 

v. Councillor Smith to discuss with the Cricket Club the removal of the grass cuttings against the fence and for an alternative location to be identified; to prevent further rotting of the fence and risk of affecting children who suffer with allergies. 

vi. Timeline – The council to work towards undertaking priority repairs by the beginning of the summer holidays

vii. To continue to raise funds for new equipment and review the sum achieved at the September meeting. 

viii. To hold a public consultation at the end of September 2017; to ascertain

viii. whether the community would wish / support the parish council in taking out a loan from the Public Works Board in order to purchase new equipment, and 

viii. to ascertain opinion regarding the location and/or the possibility of a new site with more space, in consideration of wheelchair access and updated play area regulations. 

ix. To set aside £1,500 - £2,000 from the council’s maintenance budget in future years, to maintain the equipment, until new equipment can be purchased.
