School parking – Simon Murfitt, a local resident and a school governor at Cheriton 
Primary School attended the meeting in order to raise some point for the Parish Council to consider and discuss.

1. To create and improve footpath access from the recreation ground carpark to the school in order to encourage more parents to walk to school.
2. Extend the carparking at the recreation ground.
3. Identify parking spaces in village with lines to ensure parking efficiency.
4. Create a one-way traffic system. 
5. Instigate a 10 mile per hour zone from the bridge to the village shop.
6. Agree no parking zones for parents and residents.
7. Improve path along river behind Husky’s.
The above points will be discussed by Cheriton Parish Council and conclusions will be in “points to discuss” below.

SDNP Planning - Cllr Line
Mariners Farm will no longer be considered as a potential site for allocated housing; SDNP have identified another site and we will be consulted in due course.  At present only market led developments larger than 11 homes attract affordable housing.  SDNP now propose to lower that threshold to 3 on market led developments, and it is further proposed that any future developments must allow 50% affordable homes; however this is currently just a proposal.
RW is happy to attend the walk around the village with Mags Wylie, from Action Hampshire HCC, in order to identify a possible site for allocation.  This must sit outside the settlement boundary to be a rural exception site.

S106 Freemans Yard - Clean Up
RW questioned the possible soil contamination.  LL was able to confirm that an environmental survey on the soil was arranged had been tested and that this was at acceptable levels.  As a resident, LL has received confirmation in writing to this effect.

WCC Reports – Cllr Thacker
Cllr Thacker had emailed her report and this was circulated prior to the meeting and 
noted.  Unfortunately, she was not able to attend the meeting on this occasion.  Her report 
covered the launch of initial consultation to inform the Gypsy and Traveller Plan and fly- 
tipping prosecution and Winchester business rates.

HCC – Cllr Huxstep
Cllr Huxstep had emailed his annual report and this was circulated prior to this meeting and noted.  Cllr Huxstep was present at the meeting and discussed tax rises, in particular council tax components in relation to the Social Care Budget.  There is now a larger elderly community whom need care.  Household recycling and wastage will now be charged as general waste at the recycling centres.  There are concerns that this could increase the levels of flipping, however Cllr Huxstep advised that this is liable for prosecution.  Cllr Huxstep will not be in our county council as of 4 May 2017.  Cllr Huxstep will attend the APM on the 18 April 2017.

School parking – It was felt that a one-way system through the village would not be viable and would cause confusion.  It was suggested that the school could ask the parents to adopt a voluntary one-way system when dropping and picking up their children from school.  It was also felt that the presence of a PCSO outside the gates once a month at random times around the times of drop off and pick up would act as a deterrent for parents parking outside the school.  The parish council are happy to give the school their full support in this issue.  It was felt that a talk from the police t the school about parking would also be beneficial.  Clerk to write to HCC regarding the path behind Husky’s, known locally as “the back alley” in order to assess what improvements, if any that could be made in order to make this a better access to the school
