Flooding in Cheriton – Pat Lawrence (a way forward)


Pat attended the HJCC meeting on 17th October on our behalf and a recent email from Simon 
Cramp (HCC) stating that no increase water will be sent our way from Bramdean. Part of the 
works proposed is to remove a large lintel from the New Bridge to assist with water flowing 
from Cllr Culpin’s side of the village. The idea at School Bridge was to add better ducting to 
get water flowing around this bridge. The works will not be implemented due to a price tag 
of about £1million.  The school has aqua kerbs in place that are too short and works will be 
implemented and there should be works done (promised last April!) to clear blocked drains 
and culverts. 

There was a second meeting at Bishops Waltham on 23rd October when WCC did appear to 
listen to concerns, also attending was Hambledon’s Chairman, and a scheme is being
implemented there. Part of the problem with works at Cheriton is that no houses were in 
fact flooded.


Pat also has the final draft of the Emergency Contingency Plan there is two versions one with 
emergency numbers and one without. It also includes pandemic planning and aircraft, and 
radiation leakage planning all of which are low risk.


Council thanked Mr Lawrence for all his hard work.
