 Members were reminded of their responsibility to declare any personal or prejudicial interest which they may have in any item of business on the agenda. Cllrs Herdman and Frampton declared an interest in planning application sites.

Meeting Adjourned to Hear Public Questions and Comments

a) The Chairman brought the planning item 9b) forward on the agenda. SDNP/17/05166/HOUS Sun Cottage, Alresford Road, Cheriton, Alresford, Hampshire SO24 0QD.Single storey extension to replace existing conservatory. Ms V North addressed the Parish Council providing details on the proposal. It was unanimously agreed that no objections be raised subject to the applicant ensuring that there is no obstruction caused to the exit or entrance area adjacent to the applicant’s drive.
b) Mr D Pain addressed the Parish Council regarding the Motocross event and whether comments have been forwarded to WCC. The details need to be agreed at the Parish Council meeting first and Cllr Line put forward a resolution that a working group be formed to communicate information on the Motocross event. It was agreed that this would be discussed at the next meeting as this was not on the agenda. Meanwhile it was agreed that Cllr Frampton would take the lead on this matter. 

The Parish Council also noted that attendees at the Boomtown event are to be increased next year.
Mr Pain enquired whether the Parish Council are commenting on the SDNP Local Plan Consultation and Cllr Line advised that the Parish Council are doing so.

       Cllr Frampton advised that two police officers came to the café on the green to address any public problems or concerns. They advised that they are unable to come to Parish meetings due to staffing issues.

Clerk’s Report 

The Clerk advised that the internal auditor has visited and has carried out a half year audit on 9th November 2017 and has agreed the bank reconciliation advising that £7100.11 remains in the Unity Account. The Clerk circulated a copy of the remaining budget.

The Clerk circulated copies of paid invoices for the recent playground repairs which needs to be sent to Hampshire Playing Fields Association (HPFA) repairs in relation to the approved £1,000 grant
The Clerk had confirmation from Cllr Frampton that:

· There may be a possible inconvenience or a road closure at Admirals Bridge to replace a drainage pipe under the road.

· Two pieces of equipment have been installed in the river to monitor if there are any chemicals in the river.

· There is good news from Cheriton Conservation Volunteers Group they have been working with Hampshire & Isle of Wight Wildlife Trust to put together a grant from the Heritage Lottery Fund, and together with other members and they have been awarded £2.5 million.

a) Planning Applications 
i) SDNP/17/05676/HOUS, The Forge, School Road, Cheriton, Alresford, Hampshire SO24 0QA. Replacement existing French doors to the existing office 2, a rear infill porch area and new larger replacement decking.

It was unanimously agreed that NO OBJECTIONS be raised subject to the following; The property to which the application relates is in close proximity to an area of schools traffic and is on a sharp corner off the B3046.  The applicant is requested to ensure that trade vehicles are not allowed to obstruct traffic, not to park on or near the junction onto the B3046. Skips should also be located off road and delivered and collected as far as possible outside school drop off and pick up times.

ii) SDNP/17/05524/FUL Meadow View, Alresford Road, Cheriton, Alresford Hampshire SO24 0Q. Single storey rear extension with room in roof. Cllr R Worth declared an interest and took no part in the discussion.
It was agreed that NO OBJECTIONS be raised  subject to the following; The property is located on the busy B3046 towards New Cheriton, the applicant is requested to ensure that trade vehicles do not obstruct the passage of vehicles to and from the B3046. Skips to be sited off road and trade vehicles associated with work in support of the application to be similarly parked off road as far as possible. Any damage to verges and ditches to be made good within two weeks of the completion of the works and at the owner's expense.
 b) South Downs National Park Local Plan Pre-submission Consultation - Autumn 2017. It was agreed that Cllr Line would circulate and submit comments SDNP.  Cllr Collett requested other Cllrs to support Cllr Line on this item.

REPORT OF OCTOBER/NOVEMBER 2017 ACTIVITIES FOR CHERITON PARISH COUNCIL
AFFORDABLE HOUSING
The Minutes of the Cheriton Parish Council Meeting on 10 October record a resolution that Council were unable to support the rural exception sites proposed by HARAH as potential development site for rural affordable housing. The decision was reached based upon the results of a matrix of information produced by Council in June of this year and was further supported by comments received from the SDNPA. Council’s response to HARAH, copy the SDNPA, is attached for information.
PARISH PLAN DRAFT
Work has again been halted in order to devote time to preparing comment on the SDNPA Pre-Submission Local Plan and a myriad other Council activites.
PLANNING APPLICATIONS
Responses made to a 3 Applications for Planning in the Parish returned with No Comment to make beyond a need to consider safe exit and entrance to each location and avoid the possibility of obstructing traffic.

SDNP
Parish Workshop Consultation Meeting attended in Petersfield. Comments on the SDNP Local Plan consultation document invited by 21 November 17.
Comments presently being prepared and will be circulated prior to submission on 21st November.
S106
Responses received and made to WCC representatives in Legal and Enforcement.
Confirmed that the developer will attend a meeting with WCC Legal and Enforcement in mid-November and that WCC will report back after the meeting has taken place.
TRAFFIC, TRANSPOST & ACCESS
The Working Group on Traffic, Transport and Access is now constituted and has been formed. The TOR of the Group are lodged with the Clerk to the Council and the Group’s activities will be reported to Council each month by Cllr Line. 
The Group’s aim will be to work with WCC, HCC and SDNP representatives and to reach agreement on a strategic approach to the use of Highways through the National Park with the objective of making their use less attractive, particularly to large and HGV vehicles.
Meeting agreed with HCC on 22nd Nov. to include the full members of the Working Group, SDNP and WCC representatives. Proposed Agenda sent to Cllr. Humby.
It is now uncertain however, whether the meeting will go ahead. HCC distributed a notice of cancellation on Friday, 10th November. We are presently waiting to hear from Cllr. Humby of HCC to determine the cause.
Highways
Representations made to HCC Highways in October re No Through traffic, the speed of traffic on the A272 in the region of the Kilmeston crossroads, safe use of the junction for motorists and pedestrians and the dangers posed by overhanging vegetation to those who must use the junction.
Response received on 13 November is attached to this report as an email message from HCC Highways for consideration by CPC.
