Winchester City Council continues its zero tolerance approach to fly-tipping in the District

Winchester City Council is not letting up on its zero-tolerance approach to fly-tipping in the District following the successful prosecution of two men who ignored the law. 

In one of the prosecutions, 1400kg of asbestos cement roofing was dumped in a car park at Beacon Hill Nature Reserve in Warnford on or before 23 of June, 2017. 

Beacon Hill is located within the South Downs National Park and is a Site of Specific Scientific Interest (SSSI). The waste had come from a property which was being developed by the defendant, Jeffrey Wickens at Station Road, West Meon. 

Wickens  of High Street, Droxford,  Bursledon pleaded guilty at Portsmouth Magistrates Court to two offences which were contrary to Section 34 of the Environmental Protection Act 1990. He admitted breaching his duty of care in relation to the waste, which had been within his control and which was later found at the above location by failing to ensure that the waste had been transferred to an authorised person for disposal and by failing to provide a written description of the waste. 

District Judge Callaway, sentencing Wickens of High Street, Droxford, found that his actions had been reckless and ordered him to pay a fine of £4000 in addition to prosecution costs of £1863 and £170 Victim Surcharge. 

In another case, which was also heard at Portsmouth Magistrates Court, Winchester City Council successfully prosecuted Anthony Cross of The Acorns, Bursledon who pleaded guilty to a fly-tipping offence which was contrary to Section 33 of the Environmental Protection Act 1990. 

The court heard how a quantity of paint cans, wood, metal, plastic sheeting, packaging and gardening waste had been deposited at Wheely Down Lane, Warnford in the South Downs National Park on or before 18 July 2016. The waste entirely blocked the lane, preventing access by traffic.

Cross pleaded guilty to the offence on the basis that he allowed his vehicle to be used to deposit the waste. Cross was sentenced by District Judge Callaway to a 12 month Community Order and was ordered to pay £300 towards prosecution costs and an £85 Victim Surcharge.  

“City Council announces purchase of Coventry House, Barfield Close

Winchester City Council has announced a decision to purchase Coventry House, Barfield Close from Vaultex UK Ltd.  The acquisition of this property will enable the Council to expand the Park & Ride parking scheme in the City to support our aim to improve the quality of the District’s environment by reducing congestion and improving air quality. The site is convenient to visitors as it is both close to the Motorway, and near enough to the city centre to encourage users to walk to their destination.
Vaultex also confirmed the sale and added that the company was delighted to be able to support the Council’s aim to create a new edge of town parking facility.

Winchester City Council is supporting residents taking their first steps on the housing ladder through myhome -the Partnered Home Purchase Scheme launched this month.

The pilot-scheme offers residents the chance to choose an open-market home which the Council buys. Those participating lease a 50 to 70 percent share back from the Council and pay the authority a rent on the part they don’t own. Interested applicants who meet the eligibility criteria can make an online application to Winchester City Council. If their application is successful, they will be accepted onto the scheme subject to a satisfactory financial assessment with an independent financial advisor.

The Council purchases the buyer's chosen property outright, and leases a share (between 50%-70%) to the home buyer through a 125 year shared ownership lease. The home buyer will obtain a mortgage for their share of the property, and pay a monthly rent to the Council on the remaining share.

There are conditions that anyone who applies must meet: anyone applying cannot already own a property; the chosen home should be within the Winchester District; have one or more bedroom and be worth up to £450,000. The home should also be acceptable for mortgage purposes.

The scheme will first be piloted to a limited number of households. Applications for myhome will be assessed through a points system. Places on the scheme will be given to the eligible applicants who score the highest number of points - subject to satisfactory financial assessment with an independent financial adviser. Residents of the District, first time buyers, those who work in the District, and key workers will all achieve points towards the scheme criteria.

REPORT OF FEBRUARY/MARCH ACTIVITIES FOR CHERITON PARISH COUNCIL

PLANNING

Draft Planning Notes produced as information and advice for use by Council and more widely as a reference document available to all on the Cheriton Parish Council website – attached as Appendix A.
Submissions made in response to Applications for Planning by Matterley – SDNP/18/00939/CND and 18/01017/FUL. 

Proposed that the Planning Notes be adopted by Council and that they be posted to the Parish Council website.

SDNP

Meeting held between Cllr Line, the CPC Working Group and the SDNPA case officer re the Planning application submitted by the Matterley estate in the wake of the WCC Licensing Committees’ decision on an application for changes to the duration of the Boomtown event, the number of attendees, and an increase in noise levels.

Subsequent response to the Matterley Planning Application SDNP/18/00939/CND submitted. Further information and advice subsequently provided to the case officer in respect of the relevant case law, statutes and history behind the Matterley development. Matterley and the associated planning applications are however, a source of a great deal of work and are likely to continue both in terms of number and the impact that they may have upon the Community. Proposed therefore, that subject to the views of Cllr Frampton’s Working Group a review of Matterley be held by Councillors at a future date.

Proposed that Council consider the need to meet and to discuss the impact of Matterley more widely.
Enquiries made re the EOI form generated to the SDNP CIL team last October on the status of Cheriton’s application, and with particular regard to the likely increase in traffic wrought by Sun Lane and surrounding developments. Possible that the Business Plan related to CIL spending may be considered by the SDNP Planning Committee this April. Confirmation sought of the present position and a co-ordinated meeting hosted by SDNPA requested to include HCC, WC and CPC.

S106 – Cllr Line is resident in Freemans Yard Lane and therefore declares an interest
Meetings held throughout February and March and a substantial amount of correspondence exchanged between the developer, WCC, HCC and Cheriton Parish Council.

Work ‘in kind’ as an alternative to the S106 monies of £17k payable to the PC was previously agreed by the PC as follows:

· Picnic benches and tables

· Repair, refurbishment and redecoration of the’ white railings’ bordering the B3046 intermittently and for the full length of the village.

A costed proposal is promised by the developer week beginning 16 April, which will enable the PC to determine which of 2 potential areas of spend it might like to pursue.

A further meeting with WCC Legal and Enforcement present took place during March to progress the outstanding conditions of the S106. Payment of a deposit by the developer to WCC Legal has since been made on which basis WCC have begun work to draft a Deed of Variation. It should be noted however, that there is an extent to which the changes wrought by the Deed of Variation could leave the Community vulnerable if the developer should fail to honour the offer of ‘work in kind’. A meeting has taken place between Cllr Line and WCC to highlight the concern. Presently waiting on a proposed means of eliminating that exposure from WCC Legal.

Among those elements of the S106 that remain outstanding are the following:

1. Dedication of a Footpath

2. Dedication of a Right of Way

3. Maintenance of a Footpath

4. Maintenance of a Right of Way

Resolution of the Legal Title to that portion of land beyond the western boundary of the Freemans Yard Lane estate and as far as School Lane is presently outstanding. A Meeting held with Cllr Line present during March included discussion of adoption and maintenance with HCC. Presently waiting to hear on the final outcomes, which depend to a large extent upon the Land Registry’s response to the developer’s application for title.

However, HCC now confirm that the road that runs alongside the school delivery doors is not made up to adoptable standards. HCC may therefore adopt but without maintenance.

Proposed that Cllr Line review the above with Cllr Humby subject to the Land Registry’s response re title.
TRAFFIC, TRANSPOST & ACCESS

 A further submission in response to the Sun Lane development proposals was made during March and a request for a meeting with the case officer, HCC and SDNPA representatives is currently outstanding pending advice from WCC Legal.
Items submitted for inclusion in Church and Village include a request for support from Parishioners, who are invited to submit their views on the likely impact of the Sun Lane development upon to members of the WCC Planning Committee.

Meeting with Cllr Humby and the Director of Highways requested and is scheduled for 16 April to discuss the long term strategic approach towards traffic through the SDNP.
Highways
Representations made to HCC Highways in October re the speed of traffic on the A272 in the region of the Kilmeston crossroads and safe use of the junction for motorists and pedestrians who must use the junction.

A summary of the response received from HCC has been included in the most recent edition pf Church and Village and will be followed by HCC’s response on the treatment of overhanging vegetation next month.

Proposed that the full response from HCC appears on the Cheriton Parish Council website at a later date.

· Play Area inspections continue and as per previous meeting the PC is asked to review the outstanding issues and risks log and accept (or otherwise) each item. Of particular concern are the state of a beam on the Fort; and the condition of an electrical supply box to the Rec itself (for the cricket pavilion and pre-school). Whilst the latter does not fall within the Play Area itself, the risk is noted and should be raised with the Rec Committee for resolution.

· The submission to the Public Works Loans Board has been made and approved by HALC. This now sits with the Secretary of State for Housing, Communities and Local Government. The profile of the submission has been raised with our local MP, George Hollingbery, and his staff has made representation on our behalf. 

· The tender document for the new play area has been produced, reviewed and submitted.

· Quotations for picnic tables and benches are in hand via the Working Group.

· On the 19th May a joint fundraising activity with the cubs/scouts and supported by the school will take place in St. Michael’s Church- the ‘teddy bear jump’. It will be followed by a live screening of the Royal Wedding in the church, with refreshments provided for a donation. 

· A response from the Rec Committee is awaited re. the play area plans.

· The Play Area inspection rota is now being renewed for the next 3 months. Any new volunteers are welcome: at the moment there are 3 volunteers awaiting training.
