Cllr Thacker reported on the flash flooding in Cheriton last Wednesday it had cleared through 
Bramdean quite quickly and in Cheriton.

We will soon be merged into the Upper Meon Valley (Boundary Review decisions) Cllr 
Thacker introduced Cllr Ruffell that will also be representing Cheriton.


Cllr Corbett also mentioned ponding at the cross roads. Pat Lawrence had advised the 
Clerk re drain and gulley maintenance and she had forwarded the email to Peter Eade – HCC 
for comments.


We are still very concerned that whilst work has taken place in Bramdean we still have gullies 
outside of the school that do not go anywhere and increased water through Bramdean ends up 
in Cheriton.


The road surface is poor at North End and these gullies need clearing Cllr Batt reported. Some 
discussion took place on the specification of road repairs, the consensus is that if it’s repaired 
and lifts quickly report it!


Bridge coping stones, this will not be a priority and whilst we have offered to do the works 
ourselves we will not get permission or a quick response.


Cllr Corbett also mentioned the unsafe fencing round the spill pond on the Beauworth Road 
near Beauworth.


HCC – Cllr Huxstep


The County is pressing for devolution and we are to make a bid this week. This will give us 
greater control over our budgets for further education and Agency budgets such as the 
Highways Agency.


There are moves to get reception, Year 1 and Year 2 children to walk to school, not 
recommended in Cheriton past Riverside Cottage where we have no pavements despite over 
two years pressing for improvements.


Cllr Huxstep will ask questions about the Cold Calling Scheme suggested by Cllr Frampton.
