New planning enforcement Team Leader – David Townsend has been appointed, he has 
completed 10 enforcement notices and a further 7 notices have been prepared with 1 breach of 
conditions notice waiting to be served.


There are some useful flooding notices on the Winchester City Council website levels are 
approaching a warning level, Pat Lawrence is aware and all flood warnings from WCC are 
advised to Mr Lawrence by the Clerk.

Cllr Thacker has been advised of parking problems in the bus layby at Cheriton Crossroads.

Parish Plan – Cllr Lines.


The final arrangements for the meeting on the evening of the 29th were discussed.

The Clerk confirmed the £500 was received from WCC for the Parish Plan costs and Cllr 
lines had confirmed that money spent did not have to be returned.


The meetings at The Café on the Green assisting hosting were three children from the local 
primary school and Cllr Lines had proved informative with 50+ comments that will form the 
basis for the data base under the heading to be used. Our web master can do the works 
directly onto our webpage at a cost of approximately £240.


The majority of comments concerned Kilmeston crossroads and a wish to introduce a 20mph 
speed limit.


The SDNP boundary was discussed and it was agreed that part of Cheriton’s boundary did 
include some Kilmeston houses.


Cllr Curtis from Kilmeston may approach Cllr lines re them doing a parish plan to gather 
advice.

HCC – Cllr Huxstep

Devolution – no real progress the County are waiting for a Government response.

Budget – Council may be aware that the Government support grant has been cut yet again and 
the County have suffered a 37.4 cut which equates to a £48million deficit some of which can 
be meet from a special fund accumulated to meet such a loss, but in 2017/18 we do not know 
how we will cope.


It is likely therefore that the County will increase its tax base by 3.99%, 1.99% is the amount 
the Government agreed to be able to raise without a referendum and 2% ring fenced for 
Social Care.


Boundary ward map has been passed to the council and we are in the Bishops Waltham 
division of the Upper Meon Valley Ward


Stiles have been chased to see what priorities have been placed on Cheriton’s stiles.


Cllr Lines asked that the bollards by the school are chased.
