Play Area – we need extensive works the initial quotation was £ 859.06 however the 
contractor Simon White noted that we had other problems with bark levels being too low, legs 
on the swings are cracked, and ground levels under the swings are too low. To do all works 
will cost £2,822.89 plus VAT. This amount is agreed as we have to keep this are up to the 
required levels.


We will attempt to get funding from Titchborne and Kilmeston , we cannot get the funds to 
upkeep the play are from Section 106 funding.


Additionally we need a monthly check and a sum not to exceed £32.00 per visit was accepted.

Open spaces funding – we are considering and overhead height barrier plus the installation 
of a temporary fence until a newly planted (proposed) hedge grows up, post and wire fence be 
put in place.
