Health & Safety Issues around the Village.


The Chairman and Clerk met with Mr Waldron on the 19th March and walked the village. The first priority is to extend the railings or put in gabion bags in the river to assist walking along the road by the river. There were various pot holes that were requested to be attended to. The bridge by the school has lost a brick which may need attention. The railings by the school on the green need repainting. There are two broken concrete posts in the railings by the river.


Cllr Mrs Culpin asked that we complain about the repair to a pot hole outside of Water Meadow Nurseries that has left a “speed hump” in the road. Plus the hedge needs cutting back that we understand belongs to Mr & Mrs Webb.
