With 20% back via VAT will we fund 5% - this was 


agreed. We will also be able to do more when the Flower Pots grant is added to the 

volunteers funding.



The first working party was in Dark Lane and 11 volunteers turned up; they are 


seeking a second challenge. Cllr Frampton explained the wish to have Cheriton 


residents a “guinea pigs” to try and approve the septic tank outflow that is currently 

too high in phosphorus as measured by the Environment Agency. Would Council 

support this? There will be no financial outlay? Council would support this trial.
