Cllr Frampton further explained the very dry summer months have had a significant impact on the stability of the bank. A meeting is planned with the Environment Agency and work is in progress to identify any remedial action.

Cllr Collett requested that Councillors provide their views regarding how many Parish Council meetings should be held each year, taking the statutory requirements into consideration. Following a discussion, it was agreed that the number of Parish Council would be discussed again at the October meeting.

b) Conservation and Environment: Cllr Frampton explained that the Conservation Group were awaiting the outcome of a meeting regarding lottery funds. Cllr Frampton further explained some of the projects which had taken place or were in progress, which included the installation of wheelchair accessible kissing gates, a survey of crayfish and the use of soil sumps to stop the silt entering the river and to aid issues with the erosion of the river banks. He also reported that the Cheriton area has a very high level of conservation works ongoing. Natural England have acknowledged the positive work of the volunteers and there are good levels of fish and fly life. There are concerns currently with the presence of mink, however.

c) Cllr Frampton also confirmed the Lengthsman scheme has problems but that he is managing the difficulties.

d) Highways and Traffic: Report circulated prior to meeting (see Appendix Five).

e) Recreation and Play Area: Report circulated prior to meeting (see Appendix Four) Cllr Scallan explained the items detailed in his report. The log on one of piece of equipment which had rotted had been replaced and the order for the new play area equipment had been placed. Cllr Scallan requested permission to obtain quotations from Play Area Inspection companies in preparation for the full inspection required when the new Play equipment had been installed which was likely to cost approximately £200 + VAT. Cllr Scallan also requested that regular inspection training was sourced. These resolutions were proposed by Cllr Smith, seconded by Cllr Line, agreed by all present.

Cllr Scallan explained that an offer of a trailer had been made by Joe Corbett to collect the debris from the Play Area and that Andy Ruff had offered to undertake the work to load the trailer which would take around two days are £250.00 per day. This resolution was proposed by Cllr Scallan, seconded by Cllr Smith and agreed by all present.

Cllr Collett stated that the ability to transfer funds between the Parish Council’s two bank accounts would become necessary once work on the Play Area began, and a letter was required, signed by two signatories to secure this facility.

Report from Winchester City Councillor L Ruffell

September Report 2018

Winchester City Council’s Local Plan 2036

The city council is inviting local people to have their say on the way that the District develops. Consultation on what should be included in Winchester City Council’s Local Plan 2036 is now underway and will run until midday Friday 21 September 2018. The Local Plan is an important document which will help shape the future of the Winchester District. It enables the council to plan for and deliver the housing, employment space, facilities and infrastructure needed to ensure that the District grows and prospers whilst protecting the built and natural environments which makes Winchester’s towns, villages and countryside so attractive.

To produce a new plan which accommodates necessary development without comprising the quality of the environment, the council invites feedback from all who have an interest in the District’s future. Parish councils, local communities, businesses and other stakeholders are being approached for comment during a process that leads to the adoption of a new plan which will guide development for many years to come.

Winchester Distillery brings gin-making experience to the city

This Autumn, Winchester City Centre will become home to The Blend Academy, a gin school hosting fun ‘create your own gin’ sessions as well as Wine and Spirit Education Trust classes in a new event space run by local spirit makers, Winchester Distillery. The local distillers will host regular events for both consumers and the trade at the newly refurbished site on Middle Brook Street.

The space had been inaccessible since the Post Office vacated the building, and Winchester City Council has created a new entrance directly from Middle Brook Street.

LOCAL PLAN UPDATE
The first hearings for the South Downs Local Plan examination are expected to start on Tuesday 13 November in the South Downs Centre, Midhurst.

If you responded to the submission consultation last autumn you should now have received a letter from the Programme Officer with more information about the process. Further examination sessions will follow in December. Keep an eye on the Local Plan Examination page on the SDNP website for all the news and updates.
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Ongoing work carried out by Park Rangers

Managed invasive nettles and completed field sign surveys of water voles along the River Meon, comfirming their dispersal and continued breeding success.

Harvested seed at a local wildflower meadow near Selbourne with the Winchester Downs Farm Cluster. Undertook two barbastelle bat surveys with Sussex Wildlife Trust at Ebernoe Common. Other work on the site included clearing bracken and gorse and pothole repairs. Helped with a charcoal burn at Lodge Copse, an educational coppice run by volunteers. Installed steps on a couple of steep sections at Botany Bay to make walking safer in an area developed for educational groups. Carried out invasive species surveys on the Hammer Stream catchment. Continued work at Truleigh Hill – the pond dipping platform is complete and a new accessible trail is almost finished. Cutting & raking regrowth at Halcombe Farm Local Wildlife Site and Anchor Bottom Site of Special Scientific Interest to improve chalk grassland habitat. Carried out a wartbiter cricket translocation to Deep Dean in East Sussex, completing a four year reintroduction project. Helped to run a bat survey evening at Kingley Vale. Carried out regular butterfly transects at Washington Chalk Pit.

Location: Longwood Dean House Longwood Dean Lane Owslebury Winchester Hampshire SO211JR

Proposal: Extension of existing barn roof to create canopy with central gable end. Removal of existing dormer to be replaced by roof lights. Replace existing main glass doors to Pool House with brick wall and three double doors, alternations to glass wall, new roof light to South Elevation and enlarge dormer window.

Longwood Dean House is a Grade II listed house but it is unclear whether the associated outbuildings with which this application is concerned fall within its curtilage and no application for listed building consent has been made for that reason.

The applicant sought and was given pre-application advice prior to submitting the planning application.

The pre-application advice refers to the potentially undesirable nature of the extended roof slope to support a new oak canopy which on a listed building would have the effect of hiding much of the original fabric from view on the West elevation.

The pre-application comments further on the proposed introduction of an enlarged glazed dormer into the roof line on the North elevation which appears as substantially more intrusive and less in keeping with the nature and character of the building.

Permission is sought for the inclusion of 4 new sky lights. All are inclusive of black out blinds.

Many new and improved glazed elements are included for in the application.

Proposed Elevations

No inclusion for existing chimney stacks. Query whether they are to be removed as part of the application.

The proposed oak canopy on the West elevation obscures the original glazing details and detracts from the original fabric of the building. The building is not listed and the application is supported by the introduction of a new dormer and improved entrance glazing. The oak canopy as proposed is visually intrusive, however.

Heritage Statement

No consideration of the potential impact upon Dark Skies of the enlarged glazed dormer.

Chairman’s Report September 2108

Parish Clerk; We continue to advertise for a full time clerk. Cllr Line and I will be interviewing one candidate in the next week or so.

Website; Switching to the new website has been delayed as the Domain Name account is in the name of a past clerk. I am trying to contact her to resolve this. The domain name is outside the control of our current hosting provider who is cooperating with our move to the new site.

Clerk’s Laptop. I am obtaining quotes for a laptop and software in line with the grant funding we obtained.

IT Volunteer; Is there a PC member who would like to join me in looking after IT and the Website for the PC? No technical expertise required.

Grass Cutting. The quote from Greenacres Landscaping Services is higher than the price from the current provider. Council is asked to resolve to continue with the current provider through 2018.

Village Green fencing; I met a second fencing contractor at the green on 9th July and provided details of the repair work required. A quote was promised but not received. Council is asked to resolve to accept the quote from Prospect Fencing £645.59 including VAT, subject to sufficient cash flow being available.

Council Meetings. I’m looking at options for the dates we hold the PC meetings and Annual Parish Meeting in 2019. I’m thinking of between 8 and 10 PC meetings plus the APM. I’m looking for the right balance between having sufficient time together (to debate and agree) and the amount of our time and the clerk’s time consumed. I’m interested in your views.

Email Protocol. Email is our primary communication method, it is quick and cheap. Please be considerate in its use however and only copy in people that have a need to know and use the phone or instant message if you want a quick response - email is not a good medium for a conversation. Remember to copy the clerk email address if the document needs to be recorded, for example planning discussions.

Cheriton Parish Council- Report on Play Area.

Parish Council meeting on 11th September 2018

1- Existing Play Area

(a) Please see attached issues and risk log for review and sign-off- show in Appendix 2 and enclosed as a separate Excel file, if easier to read than the copy below.

(b) Damaged beam now replaced by Vitaplay.

(c) The contact details for the Clerk are out of date. We propose a new sign, just giving the email address of the Clerk, until a permanent Clerk is appointed.

(d) Litter seems to have increased during the summer months, possibly as a result of greater use of the area during the school holidays. We are going to re-examine the options for providing a bin.

As ever, thanks go to the weekly checkers.

2- New Play Area

Great news- the order has been placed! We are now awaiting a date from Vitaplay for the work to commence but it should be in around 6 weeks.

A huge thank you to all who have supported getting to this exciting point.

Once the installation is complete and Vitaplay inform the PC of this, we must have the new area inspected by a recognised inspector (and Vitaplay will make good on any defects identified).

The PC is therefore asked to agree the following resolution:

Resolve: to arrange for the new play area to be inspected once ready.

In June 2018 The Play Inspections Company quoted the PC £95+ VAT for an inspection, albeit as part of a series being scheduled.

It may therefore be higher than this to do a ‘one off’ report for the PC.

(a) Litter- see above.

(b) Funding: as you will recall the finances for the Play Area consist of annual maintenance costs, repayment of the Public Works Loan Board loan, and a sinking fund.

The latest view of these is shown on the table shown in Appendix 1.

Your attention is drawn in particular to the Notes column.

(c) Training. The volunteers (both existing and any new ones) will need training to be able to inspect the play area. The costs for (say) 2 training sessions from Hampshire Playing Fields Association (or similar) will be sought and presented to the October PC meeting for approval.

(d) Phase 2: picnic area. As the PC will recall the area between the play area and the Cherry Trees pre-school will form the picnic area. Before anything can happen, the debris on the land needs clearing and the trees cutting back.

It was not expected to progress this at this stage, for financial and time reasons. However, enquiries have been made about land clearance given the disruption that the new play area works will cause the Rec in any case, and since the summer has been so dry.

In doing so, the PC has had a very generous offer from Jo Corbett to provide a trailer for the removal of the debris.

The PC has also had an offer of a low cost from Andy Ruff (College Down Farm, Kilmeston) of £500+ VAT to do the clearing work
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with his machinery, working in conjunction with Jo Corbett, and furthermore to do the tree work as well, if Cllr. Frampton will provide advice to him given his training. This is based on a rate of £250/day and the estimate of the work being 2 days cumulative.

Vitaplay were approached as well for a quotation but in light of the above stated they could get nowhere close to these prices.

Therefore- if (and only if) the PC finances can stretch to cover this additional costs at this time it would make sense to progress with this and resolve to spend the money.

There is therefore a potential resolution at this point, subject to finances.

Resolve (if finances permit): to progress the clearance of the picnic area with Jo Corbett and Andy Ruff.

S106 and Children’s Play Area

· Determination requested by the Parish Council in a letter to the Chief Executive of WCC. Response received confirming that the developer will be liable for the payment of £17k in lieu of the Children’s Play Area.
· Dedication of a Footpath and adoption of a Public Access route is pending the completion of ongoing legal processes in WCC and HCC all, of which are in progress.
Progress is likely to be hampered however, by the absence of committed funds on the part of the developer and the resignation of the WCC solicitor whose determination has been invaluable in furthering progress with the S106 year to date

· A further meeting is scheduled this month to include all local authority representatives and the developer at WCC’s offices in Winchester.
