The Chairman advised that Cllr Joanna Cheyney has resigned from the Parish Council, and the Parish Council thanked her for her fantastic support and work for the Parish Council and the Community and wished her well.

Meeting adjourned to hear public questions and comments

The Chair thanked Mr Pain and Mr Tarbuck for their support over recent Parish matters and thanked Mr Pain for representing the Parish Council at the licence appeal for Ovington Motorcross. Mr Pain addressed the meeting, outlining the consultation process for the licensing, advising that WCC are not obliged to consult Parish Councils.


The recent Boomtown event was discussed and the WCC Environmental Health decision to agree a 2:00am finish. Residents were disturbed by noise and incorrect phone numbers were provided to complain about noise.
       Cllr Scallen advised that traffic management of the site and access to the site was very poor. Cllr Ruffell advised that WCC does licensing for the area and not SDNP
       Mr Tarbuck advised that the noise readings were inaccurate and dependant on where the measurement was taken. Cllr Batt recommended that a letter be sent to WCC licensing/planning outlining the breaches and contraventions and querying whether planning noise controls were met and this was agreed unanimously.

Cllr Line advised she had been approached regarding a grant from the Village Hall Committee towards superfast Broadband costing £450, with £225 sought. It was agreed that the grant request should be submitted in writing to the Parish Council and it would be discussed after reviewing the Parish Council budget. Cllr Ruffell advised that this cost should be added to the precept.
1.292      Report by District Cllr Ruffell
Cllr Ruffell advised that there had been no progress on the Freemans Yard agreement, but he will continue to chase with Mr Ken Brown from WCC.
       Cllr Ruffell advised that the next full WCC meeting is 11th October. Cllr Ruffell advised that with Central Government’s recent press report of 2 billion new affordable homes needed, WCC has updated housing allocations with 76 houses being built on the Old Valley site. The Parish Council agreed that a note should be put on Facebook, Parish News and website advising of the need to put names on the affordable housing WCC list.
1.293 Clerk’s Report 

The Clerk confirmed that HCC has awarded a grant of £922.22 for kissing gate to the Parish Council.
Confirmation has been received from Came & Co Insurance that the play area can be re-opened and 4 weekly visual checks should be carried out. The next play inspection is booked with WCC play inspections starting January 2018. 
The Clerk advised that BDO external auditors have approved the audit which is being displayed on the notice boards.  They have sent a report arising from the audit which has been circulated highlighting issues regarding the approval of statements and the commencement of the inspection periods. It was recommended that the annual return is correctly prepared in future years and internal audit controls are improved. The Clerk has booked the next date for the internal auditor in November 2017 to ensure that the audit is on track for this financial year.
Unity Bank has advised that those Cllrs who signed bank instructions last meeting in September (with the exception of Cllr Line) have been added to the list of signatories.

The Clerk advised that the half year precept was received on the 13th September of £5,572.00 including CTR Tax of £197.00.
HALC  Cllr Knowledge Training Part 1 and 11 has been arranged with West Meon Parish Council for the 2nd November & 23rd Nov 19.00 – 21.00hrs in West Meon Village Hall and councillors are invited to attend.

Various options were discussed to exert power to resolve the issue and it was agreed that legal support should be sought in the form of a letter, and Nick Kingsford asked to write to Steven Tilbury WCC querying the outstanding monies to be used for new play equipment.

Cllr Line advised that a meeting with HCC to discuss traffic related issues in the Parish was attended by Cllrs Batt and Line on 5th September 2017. The discussion included Cheriton Parish Council’s comments on the Sun Lane planning application, no through access and the dangers posed by the A272 Kilmeston crossroads, including the speed of traffic on the A272 and overhanging vegetation.
It was unanimously agreed that a working group should be set up to progress a strategic approach to Traffic, Transport and Access through the SDNP, and the implementation of measures to mitigate against the adverse impacts of traffic generated by the proposed Sun Lane development. The terms of reference for the Cheriton Parish Council Traffic, Transport and Access working group was unanimously agreed. (Appendix A). 
Cllr Frampton advised that the Lengthsman is due, and it was requested that the weeds outside the school, Freemans Yard, millennium path and ditches are done. Cllr Frampton advised that the Conservation group can do work by the school. Also it was noted that the hedges by the crossroads were overgrown and Cllr Frampton advised that volunteers could do it but it is still nesting season for birds.
The use of average speed cameras was discussed and it was agreed that Cllr Collett meet with the highway engineer (Andy Smith) to discuss speeding and average speed cameras, re-surfacing and HGV road signage in Cheriton.

Traffic, Transport and Access Working Group

TERMS OF REFERENCE

The Law:

A Council may appoint working parties under s 111 of the Local Government Act 1972 as incidental to their principal functions.

Working Parties:

A Council and any committee or sub-committee properly authorised can set up working parties by reference to s 111 of the Local Government Act 1972.  These are generally created for the purpose of a specific project or task and should not be maintained as permanent bodies.

Working Groups should have defined membership and terms of reference to avoid misunderstanding as to their responsibilities.  It is important that reporting arrangements are in place, e.g. the minutes of proceedings and recommendations are reported to the appointing body, and that the procedures are clearly understood.

A Working Group cannot make a decision which will bind the Council nor authorise the expenditure of money and should be advisory or deliberative only

Neither the rules on public access to meetings in the Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960 nor the rules on notice, agendas, minutes or quorum strictly apply to working parties (subject to express provision in the Council’s standing orders). Good practice, however, suggests that the rules should be applied to such meetings and proceedings.  Members’ access to information rights the Freedom of Information Act 2000 and Environmental Information Regulations 2044 will apply to papers relating to working parties.

INTRODUCTION

· Cheriton Parish Council has agreed to establish a working party to consider the proposals related to Transport, Traffic and Access

· The Working Group will exist until the project has been completed

PURPOSE

· To progress the agreement upon a strategic approach to Traffic, Transport and Access through the SDNP, and the implementation of measures to mitigate against the adverse impacts of traffic generated by the proposed Sun Lane development
MEMBERSHIP

The membership, having been agreed by Cheriton Parish Council, comprises: 

· No more than 3 members of Cheriton Parish Council

· Additional members to be approved by Cheriton Parish Council, should this be considered desirable

MEETINGS

· Meetings will be called as necessary to fulfil the objectives

· Meetings will generally be held in the private residence of the Working Groups Chair, its members or alternatively in Cheriton Village Hall

· Meetings will be informal and will not be required to be open to the public 

· The meetings will be noted and the Chair will provide a record of proceedings to the Parish Council Meetings

· Correspondence, agenda and reports will be distributed by email

QUORUM

· The quorum for all meetings will be 3 members 

· Should the Chairman be absent, a Chairman will be elected from those present.

CODE OF CONDUCT & DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

· Members of the Working Group must declare any actual or potential conflicts of interest and when appropriate, individuals with a conflict of interest will be required to leave the meeting for those parts

· The Parish Council Code of Conduct will apply to members

· The Nolan Principals will apply (see appendix)

FINANCE

· No expenditure can be incurred without reference to Cheriton Parish Council 

REPORTING AND FEEDBACK

· Reports of the meetings will be noted by ………….. and a record of proceedings will be included in her reports to the Parish Council Meetings by Cllr. L Line

REVIEW OF TERMS OF REFERENCE

· Cheriton Parish Council will be responsible for agreeing these terms of reference and any relevant amendments to them
Appendix: 1 
The Seven Principles of Public Life 

The Seven Principles of Public Life, known as the Nolan Principles, were defined by the Committee for Standards in Public Life. They are: 

· Selflessness: Holders of public office should act solely in terms of the public interest. They should not do so in order to gain financial or other benefits for themselves, their family or their friends. 

· Integrity: Holders of public office should not place themselves under any financial or other obligation to outside individuals or organisations that might seek to influence them in the performance of their official duties. 

· Objectivity: In carrying out public business, including making public appointments, awarding contracts, or recommending individuals for rewards and benefits, holders of public office should make choices on merit. 

· Accountability: Holders of public office are accountable for their decisions and actions to the public and must submit themselves to whatever scrutiny is appropriate to their office. 

· Openness: Holders of public office should be as open as possible about all the decisions and actions that they take. They should give reasons for their decisions and restrict information only when the wider public interest clearly demands it. 

· Honesty: Holders of public office have a duty to declare any private interests relating to their public duties and to take steps to resolve any conflicts arising in a way that protects the public interest. 

· Leadership Holders of public office should promote and support these principles by leadership and example.

Report of September /October 2017 Activities for Cheriton Parish Council
AFFORDABLE HOUSING
The SDNP’s response to our original enquiry in May of this year requesting their view of the location sites suggested by HARAH, was received in early October. The Parish Council is asked whether it wishes to review its decision recorded in the Minutes of Meeting dated 04 Sept 2017?
PARISH PLAN DRAFT
Parish Plan Steering Group Meeting held on 05 October. Work has now resumed on writing up the draft Parish Plan.
SDNP
Parish Workshop Consultation Meeting attended in Petersfield. Comments on the SDNP Local Plan consultation document invited by 21 November 17.
Application submitted to the SDNP CIL Infrastructure programme in support of funding to mitigate against any adverse impacts of traffic on the built and natural environments within the Parish that may be generated by developments outside it.
S106
Request for an update on progress re the S106 sent to WCC representatives in Legal and Enforcement. Response pending.
Council is asked whether it wishes to adopt the proposal made in the Sept. report? The related extract of the report is included below in italics for ease of reference.
Proposed that in the absence of progress by the time of the Oct. Meeting, Council send a letter to Steven Tilbury querying the lack of enforcement. Letter to include for all outstanding S106 requirements, including the £17K that will be used to fund new Play Area equipment.
It should be noted that our retired Clerk, Viv Brooks, sent a similar letter in September 2016 and that it was subsequently chased up via the SDNP link officer. At that time WCC were waiting on the developer to apply for and complete a Deed of Variation to the S106 (Mr Tilbury’s response of 30.09.16 refers). 
CPC and WCC have since pursued that variation and in Feb. 2017 an application to vary was made by the developer. Progress was then halted pending an assurance from the developer that WCC’s legal fees would be paid by the developer. 
At present there is no further progress to report.
TRAFFIC, TRANSPOST & ACCESS
A meeting with HCC to discuss Traffic related issues in the Parish was attended by Cllrs Batt and Line on 05 September. Discussion included CPC’s comments on the Sun Lane Planning application, no through access and the dangers posed by the A272 Kilmeston crossroads, including the speed of traffic on the A272 and overhanging vegetation.
Concerns relating to the Sun Lane Planning Application were again raised in a meeting with WCC on 06 September, and subsequent meetings have led to an assurance that WCC are seeking legal advice on the status of the application.
Proposed to form a Working Group to further the aims of the Parish regarding the threats posed by growing volumes of traffic. The Group’s aim will be to work with WCC, HCC and SDNP representatives and to reach agreement on a strategic approach to the use of Highways through the National Park with the objective of making their use less attractive, particularly to large and HGV vehicles.
Council is asked to consider the proposed TOR attached to this report and to agree individuals suggested for inclusion as members of the Working Group.

Cheriton Parish Council- Report on Play Area

Tuesday 10th October 2017

Play Area Remedial Works

Following receipt of a letter from VitaPlay, the Clerk contacted the insurance company and the Play Area is now fully re-opened. Weekly (rather than daily) inspections of the play area will take place.

Play Area Inspection Training

A number of Councillors attending a training event held by John Coney of the Hampshire Playing Fields Association and are now able to undertake weekly inspections. A further session is planned for Saturday 14th October at which both members of the council and the Play Area Working Group will be trained. Following this, Cllr Scallan will produce a weekly rota for all participants. In the meantime Cllr Scallan is undertaking the checks.

Play Area Public Consultation

The Public Consultation took place between 28th and 30th September in Cheriton Village Hall. 

The work undertaken to prepare for this event was considerable and the Council is very grateful for the dedication and support of the Cheriton Play Area Working Group.

The majority of attendees were families with children who use the play area or

grandparents with visiting children who use the play area. There was also a smaller group of

adults who support the play area as a village resource.

Of those attending there were a number of questions where the results of the consultation were very clear:

(a) Style of equipment: a wooden/rustic appearance was favoured by 79% of responders.

(b) Approaching other users of the Rec Area to explore expanding the site: 100% in favour.

(c) Cheriton residents only were asked about supporting an approach to the Public Works Loans Board: again 100% were in favour.

(d) When it came to discussing the present location of the site versus somewhere new, the vast majority of respondents favoured the current location (only one against) however many comments were made about accessibility issues, in particular about buggy-friendly access.

In terms of preferred pieces of equipment the top five were (1) Something similar to the current fort; (2) Swings (3) Slide in the bank (4) Sunken trampoline and (5) Climbing Frame. Both a log trail and a willow tunnel also scored highly, with other suggestions receiving minor interest.

Finally, a variety of comments were received on a range of issues including the lack of facilities for older children, and three people commented on questioning why the village fete fundraising does not contribute to the play area.

It is therefore concluded and proposed to resolve that the Parish Council continues to progress the work with respect to the Play Area, and the progression of a loan from the Public Works Loans Board.

Play Area Inspections: Log of Issues Arising

It has been noted that the access to the play area from the Goodens via the public right of way is overgrown. 

The issue is not major, given access is possible via the Rec ground, however the landlords should clear the right of way.
