Yard, which stated that the developer would make their best endeavour, to  alter the 
Section 
106B land development agreement, to try and not build a small play area on the 
estate. What was the Councils view on this? Council had also tried to have the funding moved 
to replacement equipment on the recreation ground, so that all the children of the village 
would mix as they do at school. We did not want a “them and us” area, but a fully integrated 
village. Whilst council do not have funds to challenge the city council what Mrs Lines is 
trying to achieve is along the same lines as the Council’s wishes and would not put us in 
conflict with the residents at Freemens Yard.

Some further discussion did take place on the subject of land fill on site and the wish that our 
local WCC Councillor ask the question of the officers as to why the Section 106 should not be 
varied.
