Public Session/SDNP Planning

Simon Scott – Village Hall update re the purchase. The Cost of the hall purchase will be 
£80,000 and a 10% deposit will be made shortly we have two years in which to fundraise for 
the remainder of the purchase price. The Village Hall Committee has set up a Charitable 
Incorporated Organisation to purchase the Hall on behalf of the village.

It will be managed by the Trustees and it is hoped that the PCC, Cheriton Players and Parish 
Council will appoint Trustees.

In the future should the Organisation seek to sell the hall for whatever reason 75% approval 
would be needed to sell.


May the Village Hall apply for a grant – we would welcome an application.


The Clerk, prior to this meeting was handed a letter from Mr Farrer and two other residents 
regarding proposed works to the river through the village and possible implication re 
flooding.


The Council wish to state that there are no plans currently to alter the river, remove or 
replace 
any boards. What the Council is doing is to take advice from 6 river authorities on 
possible flood mitigation issues, river issues, pollution issues concerning the river that runs 
through Cheriton from Bramdean to Titchborne. 

When any report of these investigations has been received (could be in 2017) a public 
meeting will be called to discuss this document with attendees from the Rivers Authorities 
and Environment Agency to answer any 
questions. 



Until we have a report and a response from the residents of Cheriton, no, decisions will be 
taken and no works/alterations/ideas/schemes or anything will take place, apart from weed 
clearance. All other rumours are exactly that rumours and less than helpful.


Parish Plan – a question and answer session took place on any Parish Council concerns which 
seem to fall into two categories, Communications between the parish council and residents 
and lack of money.

The Council discussed the recent reply to the Clerks letter to Mr Tilbury. This council has no 
way of speeding up the section 106, there is no financial gain to the developer to seek a 106 
variation. The Clerk reminded Council that the open space at Freemens yard is not in any 
public ownership and is owned by the developer and whilst it may be contaminated as it is in 
private ownership no one should be on it at all, they do so at their own risk.


We will contact SDNP as the “planning authority” copy to Cllr Thacker so that she can chase 
the adherence of the 106 issue through the City Council as well.
