       Cllr Ruffell agreed to attend a meeting with Cllrs Line and Batt regarding the impact upon highways of the Sun Lane development and advised the next full WCC meeting is 11th October.

       The Chairman advised Cllr Ruffell that CPC would like to be notified and made aware of any licensing applications that come into Cheriton. Mr Pain recently attended a meeting regarding a licensing application on behalf of CPC.

District Councillor A Thacker Report
The Parish Council asked Cllr Thacker if she could support the play area and meet with SDNP to enquire whether there is any funding available. Cllr Thacker agreed to support an application for CIL funding from the SDNP. Cllr Line advised that the CIL application funding EOI cut-off date is 29th Sept 2017.  Also whether there is any progress on 106 agreement variation at Freemans Yard. Cllr Ruffell agreed to contact WCC Planning on legal position (contact Howard Bone) re the S106.Cllr Thacker agreed that Cllr Lines suggestion to use the bond monies to complete the S106.
Cllr Ruffell also offered to support the Play Area, and would see if there was any funding available from any source within WCC. Council also noted that a small part of Cheriton still falls within the planning area of WCC and not the SDNP.

Open Spaces, Recreation and Play Grounds

        Play area and repairs

The Parish Council wished to thank all councillors who had supported the daily checks on the play area over the summer period. Cllr Scallan advised of the progress with the Cheriton, Kilmeston, Beauworth, Hinton Ampner and Tichborne leaflet drop and advised that the remedial works on the play area are almost complete. It was agreed that of the remaining medium risks where no rectification was planned, after due consideration these are considered acceptable by the Council and include the welded bolts on the underside of the fort bridge; and the absorbency of the ground at the bottom of the fireman’s pole/steps to the slide.

The Council’s contractors, Vita Play, were due to give a written report to the Clerk stating that in their opinion all works carried out had reduced the identified risks to ‘low’. On the back of this it was agreed that the Clerk would contact the insurance company as a matter of urgency, to enable the full play area to be re-opened and for daily inspections to be stood down.

It was noted that a number of Cllrs were attending a training event to conduct weekly play area inspections, and a further training event was booked in October. Council agreed to fund the cost of this second training event of £50.. 

It was agreed that a further sum of £500 be made for materials, preservative for the fort and signage for the play area. Cllr. Scallan was to forward to the Clerk a quotation for the signage, and measurements for the safety glass, for ordering.

It was unanimously agreed to accept the quote of £152 for painting of the play area fence from Mr a Manship.
It was noted and agreed that once sufficient progress with the Play Area had been made, it was the intention that the current Cheriton Play Area Working Group (chaired by Cllr. Herdman) becomes a ‘Friends of the play area’ affiliated to the Recreation Ground.

In the meantime it was noted that the Play Area Public Consultation in September was booked and it was agreed that the council would support this activity, including the costs of the village hall.

The Working Group are raising funds- including the use of a crowdfunding website and it was agreed that the Clerk should establish a ‘ring fenced’ bank account for the Play Area, to enable separate accounting and reporting of the funds. 

As per the action agreed in 1.278, it was agreed to support a CIL application for funding. Cllr Lines advised that Cllr Humby’s grant for the play area is awaited
It was noted that during the discussions with members of the Rec Committee, questions had arisen about the potential duplication of expenditure between the PC and the Rec Committee. It was therefore agreed that the Clerk and Chair should meet with the Treasurer of the Rec Committee to discuss and agree expenditure.
