Cllr Ruffell advised that his report had been emailed and circulated by the Clerk (see Appendix A). 
1.372       Mr J Moore, Communities Against Noise 

       Mr Moore addressed the meeting giving a presentation on the campaign against noise and speed on the A272 and A32. He advised of the campaign run by 160 volunteers to cut speed from motorbikes and other vehicles in the Meon Valley. He gave updates on speed statistics and confirmed that the group had written to the Police and Crime Commissioner, MP’s Mr Hollingbury and Mr Hinde, campaigning for average speed cameras. He requested that information be published in the Parish Magazine, press and social media, and details were provided to Mr Moore.  He concluded that the aim is to make roads quieter and safer, lowering speeds. Members discussed issues of number plate recognition as plates are only on the rear of motorbikes and they were invited to attend meetings held by the group.

Clerk’s Report

i)  Cllr Frampton advised of the proposed repairs to the Arch Bridge, which are due to start on 24th July 2018. Members raised concerns regarding the impact on the bus service in Cheriton, the effect on BT cables and footpaths, and the length of the work coinciding with the school holidays and Boomtown, which will be raised by Cllr Frampton at a traffic meeting. It was proposed by Cllr Smith, and agreed to advise residents by putting up notices and putting information on Facebook. Cllr Line agreed to write to Cllr Humby about the effect on the bus service.
ii) It was agreed that in the medium term if HCC decide to adopt Freemans Yard access road without maintenance, Cllr Line will write to Cllr Humby (above subject to the Land Registry’s response re title) to determine:

· Dedication of a Footpath, 
· Dedication of a Right of Way, 
· Maintenance of a Footpath 
· Maintenance of a Right of Way
iii) Cllr Line advised that a response to the Sun Lane development proposals was made during March and a meeting with Cllr Humby and the Director of Highways is scheduled for 16th April, to discuss the long term strategic approach towards traffic through the SDNP.
