How Winchester City Council can help deliver affordable housing in rural communities 

Winchester City Council is working closely with Parish Councils across the District to see how affordable housing for rural communities can be delivered. The demand for affordable housing is high in rural areas, with many people being forced to leave areas where they have grown up or have family ties, or where they work because they simply cannot afford the housing. This can have an impact on the vitality of villages with changing demographics affecting the sustainability of local shops and services.  Winchester City Council is a partner in HARAH (Hampshire Alliance for Rural Affordable Housing) and works closely with Parish Councils to provide affordable housing schemes on exception sites.   These homes are specifically provided for people on the housing register with a strong local connection to their Parish. The Council in partnership with HARAH have supported the delivery of almost 200 affordable homes on small rural sites across the District, including West Meon,  Meon stoke,Twyford and Kings Worthy, however the Council wants even more to ensure that rural communities have affordable housing options for local residents.

Tighter planning controls in Winnall set to control the rise in houses of multiple occupation. 

In order to enable the Council to exercise greater control over the creation of new houses of multiple occupation (HMOs) in the Winnall area of Winchester an Article 4 Direction will come into effect on 1 May which will remove permitted development rights which allow single family homes to be converted into HMOs without requiring full planning permission.  Whilst the overall number of HMOs in Winnall is relatively modest, there are some localised concentrations with numbers rising in the neighbourhood. The aim of tightening planning controls in this part of Winchester is to keep an appropriate balance between family housing and shared homes.

An Article 4 Direction was  introduced in the Stanmore area of Winchester in 2016 where there was already a significant number of HMOs, particularly in certain roads,and the figure was generally  increasing year on year.The restrictions have been successful in controlling the growth of HMOs in this area. From 1 May anyone wishing to change a single family home in Winnall to an HMO will need full planning permission from the Council.This will allow the Council to properly assess the impact of proposed changes of use against the policies in the Local Plan which seek to avoid over-concentrations of HMOs in one area so that an appropriate mix of different types of residential accommodation is preserved.

· Installed an interpretation panel at the Bronze-age barrow at Long Burgh, Alfriston in partnership with Historic England

· Started this year’s South Downs Farmland Bird Initiative surveys, with lapwing surveys at South Stoke, Offham and in the Arun to Adur Farm Cluster area

· Carried out patrols to encourage dog owners to #TaketheLead
· Carried out three moth surveys at Mill Hill with the Sussex Moth Group

· Cleared organic matter left from scrub clearance from the Long Man of Wilmington
· Met with local farmers at the eastern end of the National Park to talk about scrub clearance

· Cleared reed mace as part of Glynde dew pond maintenance
· Removed stumps left after scrub clearance at Mill Hill.

· Erected electric fencing Beeding Hill SSSI so that goats can graze for chalk grassland management and installed infrastructure to enable grazing at Steyning Bowl Local Wildlife Site

· Made up and began installing ten new finger post signs to go out on the South Downs Way
· Led a Heartsmart walk for 23 people at Slindon and supported MIND volunteers at Graffham Down
· Started up a new volunteer group with West Sussex County Council and East Clayton community farm and had the first task to stock-proof a field 

· Installed a barn own box near Treyford

· Planted 800 primroses, donated by Binsted Nursery, along hedgerow at Binstead.

· Planted cowslip plug plants along field margins near Noar Hill to support rare Duke of Burgundy butterfly with Winchester Downs Farm Cluster and Selborne Landscape Partnership.

· Met up with water vole surveyors ahead of the 2018 survey season and put out latrine floats to monitor breeding populations on the River Meon. Breeding signs have already been spotted at one site.

· Recovered a lost geocache and began work to find a new location for it

· Uploaded data for River Monitoring Index and butterfly surveys to national databases

· Removed invasive rhododendron from Stedham Common and Ambersham Common, this can be safely removed during April as it is not used by birds to nest in.

· Helped with a community tree planting at Easebourne school
· Cleared and burned holly scrub at Ebernoe to improve habitat for rare bats and invertebrates
· Helped capture and release to translocate field crickets from Lord's Piece to RSPB Pulborough Brooks following work to into improving the heathland habitat

APPENDIX B

CHERITON PARISH COUNCIL

SDNP/18/01309/FUL

Cheriton Parish Council understands that the applicant has changed the description of the  application SDNP/18/01309/FUL to read “Retention of the existing overflow parking and coach pad at the westernmost corner of the Matterley Estate to be used solely in connection with arrivals and departures during the Boomtown Festival.” None of the supporting documents have been withdrawn, amended or replaced. Therefore, the local planning authority has been asked to determine the amended description against the original supporting documents. However, the latter are now inconsistent with the amended description in several respects and the Parish Council has a number of objections to the application.

The “existing overflow parking” refers to its use by the Winchester Science Centre (WSC) as described in detail in several places in the Covering Letter dated 21.03.2018 but the amended description goes on to say “to be used solely in connection with arrivals and departures during the Boomtown Festival.” These two phrases in the same sentence are mutually exclusive. If the applicant is requesting use “solely in connection with Boomtown”, why does the amended description include “retention of the existing overflow parking”? If the applicant seeks permission to retain overflow parking, why does the amended description state “solely in connection with Boomtown”? The intention of the application is therefore unclear should be refused.

In the Covering Letter there are several statements which do not accord with the amended description:

a) Under Lower Section, this is stated “This area is proposed to be used as both a festival coach drop off and collection point and for overflow parking for WSC during peak times.” Later, this is stated “As an overflow parking area for WSC....” and then proceeds to list a total of 52 days per annum when WSC has ambitions to use this land for parking in February, Easter, May and December.

b) Under Upper Area, it is stated that “Aside from any occasional use by WSC……” which confirms that it is intended to use this land for both overflow parking for WSC and for coaches during Boomtown.

c) Under Highway and Traffic, it is stated that “The lower area is used more regularly…” and “When used as overflow parking for WSC it benefits from temporary signage.”

d) Under The Planning Balance, the first benefit is defined as relating only to the provision of overflow parking for WSC and two of the other claimed benefits relate to use by WSC. If the amended description really means that there will be no use by WSC, then the planning balance has shifted against the application by the removal of three of the claimed benefits.

At the top of page 3 in the Covering Letter it is stated that WSC have “used a site within the Matterley Estate but see clear benefits in using the lower area due to its proximity to their main site and the resultant short shuttle bus journey.” No other site within Matterley Estate has planning permission for use as a car park and this statement is an admission on behalf of the applicant that the planning laws have been broken.

A claim is made in the Covering Letter that the lower section is “accessed via an ingress located within the slip road off the A272”. This is incorrect as the Block Plan and Location Plan make it quite clear that the ingress is off the A31. Furthermore, it is claimed that this lower section “has historically been used for festival parking and other uses requiring hardstanding…”  Later in the Covering Letter it is admitted that this lower section had been used for Boomtown in 2017 only and as part of a trial of the revised Traffic Management Plan (TMP) for coach drop-offs including the Shuttle Buses operating between the Estate and Winchester Rail Station. SDNPA was told that if this was successful, an application for planning permission would be made. Therefore, this area has been used for a few days only in August 2017 and not “historically”.
There are at least two potentially dangerous aspects for other road users included in this scheme and which causes concern to the Parish Council as many residents of Cheriton use the A272 on a regular basis. Highways and Police advice should be sought before the application is determined. Firstly, it is claimed that coaches coming from the west could turn off the A272 to use the farm gate some 800m from the junction with the A31 without having to “swing onto the opposite carriageway”. The A272 is a single carriageway road, there is no “opposite carriageway, but the coaches would certainly have to pull into the path of vehicles travelling in the opposite direction. The farm gate is narrow and there is no slip road and expert advice should be sought as to whether coaches attempting to enter via this farm gate would cause a hazard to other road users on the A272 in an area where several serious accidents have occurred including at least one fatality. Secondly, if this gate is approached from the east it is a short distance after a sharp left-hand bend which is clearly shown on the Location Plan. However, what the Plan does not show is that it is on a downhill section of the A272 and might be hazardous even for traffic abiding by the temporary 40 mph speed limit in force as part of the Boomtown TMP, particularly in wet weather.

Coaches and Winchester Rail Station shuttle buses leaving via the double farm gate to turn both right and left on to the A272 have the potential to cause accidents. The Covering Letter claims that all A272 traffic from the east would be decelerating as it approaches the A31 junction but it is silent about traffic which has turned left from the A31 dual carriageway to join the A272 eastbound and which would be accelerating. Again, Highways and Police expert advice should be sought.

The Boomtown Festival has temporary planning consent which expires on 31 December 2019 but this application is for permanent planning permission – another inconsistency – and contributes to the creation of permanent infrastructure to support a large scale entertainments venue in a National Park.  As such, along with the other applications submitted by the applicant, it should be screened as an Environmental Impact Assessment scheme requiring an Environmental Statement in accordance with the Town and Country Planning (Environmental Impact Assessment) Regulations 2017. 

Finally, the Application Form contains Certificate B on which it is stated that the land is owned by Hampshire County Council but HCC has been contacted and has stated that none of its land is subject to this planning application. However, this important fact is omitted from the Covering Letter creating confusion which should be eliminated by further investigation carried out by the Case Officer.

In summary therefore, Cheriton Parish Council considers that the application is lacking in the clarity needed to determine its intent and its purpose, and is equally unclear in its statement of the ownership of the land upon which it seeks a determination of the Planning Application. The Parish Council respectfully requests that the applicant be invited to resubmit the application.

Many thanks for your email.   CPC think you may have misinterpreted the EIA Regulations and respectfully ask you to reconsider.   Cheriton Parish Council’s point concerns public consultation, and  Regulation 28 is  solely concerned with the availability of documents .  You will know from UK Government  Guidance to planning authorities that EIA's dual purposes are to protect the environment and "ensure that the public are given early and effective opportunities to participate in the decision-making process".   The  Directive (article 6) requires that  the public must be informed , whether by public notices or other appropriate means such as electronic media of a number of specified matters early in the decision-making process, and at latest as soon as information can reasonably be provided.  One of those matters is the fact that the project is subject to an EIA assessment procedure.   The application is within the EIA  process because, as  the Authority acknowledges, it  is for Schedule II development (a theme park) and the question of whether it requires an environmental statement is obviously a matter of great public interest.  CPC do not, incidentally, and in any event, understand how the Authority can expect us and other interested parties to respond in 6 days over a bank holiday to a complex document about which we have been told nothing previously, especially when the consultation period on the planning application has long since closed.
